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Key points
Any projects to be discussed and agreed with the Parish Council in advance and as they develop. The Parish Council want and need to be an active partner in this strategy to ensure improvements for the Parish are developed and delivered in a joined up way
Mitagation projects identified in the previous strategy ( 2014/15 -2019/20 )have not been delivered. Suggestions detailed below are intended to be in addition to projects already earmarked. 
Reference ho1 .Golden Hill Woodland. Creation of an improved access to the site and an installation of further interpretation boards. Clearance of some overhanging branches to create a clear walk. HPC believe the Golden Hill Project is still valid and could be developed further with additional funding to improve recreational use of this area by developing a circular walkway around the site. At the moment paths form an H shape which leads to people traversing the site whereas a circular walk could encourage longer visits, more meaningful recreational pursuits and encourage dog walking. 
Reference ho2
· Improvements enhancements( including signs, stiles and interpretation boards) to the PROW network to provide a safe and pleasant place to walk.
· Further signage to encourage shared use on pedestrian/cyclepath
· Enhancements to Acacia Gardens – provision of benches and additional dog waste bins.
· New footpath link from footpath no 738 to Stopples Lane ( Local Plan part 2 :Policy HOR3.3
HPC agree that the first three bullet points are valid but question the value of the proposed new footpath link unless an off road footpath could be provided.
 
Suggestions for new recreational mitigation projects

Shortage of public open space for future recreational developments. Hordle Parish is already short of the recommended POS (3.5 hectares per 1000 population) of public open space so any new housing development should make up this shortfall as well as delivering new public open space. POS needs to be of a sufficient size to allow recreational activities to take place and activities such as play areas to be developed. 
Initiatives to improve access between the villages. 
The Parish consists of three villages and off road cycle routes / footpaths between them are limited. Community cohesion would be improved and access to recreation areas increased if additional footpaths and cycleways between the villages were in place.
In addition Hordle is a ribbon type development and access around the village should be improved. In particular there is poor pedestrian and cycling access to the school and church from the south of the village. This is one of the areas that caused members of the public particular concern at the community consultation stage about the new developments in Hordle. New off road footpaths / cycle route could lead to a decrease in car usage and improve village life.
New developments could allow for a village green / recreation site to be created in a central location as a focus for recreational activities with access by footpaths and cycleways. There is currently no central recreational place in Hordle. 
Space is needed for additional play, youth and sports facilities to meet the needs of an increased population. 
Allotments are required. 
Improvements  to existing POS to increase usage. 
Perimeter Footpaths around Hordle and Everton Recreation Grounds would improve year round access to this public open space. The ground and pitches are very muddy in winter and circular paths would allow walkers, joggers and dog walkers to use both sites regularly throughout the year. Comments have been received from members of the public that they use the sea front in winter for exercise and recreational purposes and if use of the village sites were improved this could also reduce car movements in the district 
Recreational use of Golden Hill Woods would be improved by ho1 above and by  developing a circular walkway around the site. At the moment paths form an H shape which leads to people traversing the site whereas a circular walk could encourage longer visits, more meaningful recreational pursuits and encourage dog walking.
