	Present). Susan Whitcher ( Parish Clerk ) Chris Halling (Deputy Clerk and minutes), 5 members of the public ( MOP), County and District Councillor Carpenter.

1. Apologies for absence. Cllr James. 
2. Declarations of interest in items on the agenda. None
The Chair re ordered the agenda to allow MOP attending to speak first. He explained that the Parish Council wouldn’t be making any decisions at this time as it wasn’t an agendered item but could come back to a future meeting. 
Residents from Wellingtonia Gardens, whose houses back on to the recreation ground, informed the Parish Council about their concerns about the use of the Multi Use Games Area (MUGA). They said that they had previously been into the Parish Office and been advised to keep a log of anti social behaviour and report incidents to the police. Their concerns are noise levels (music and the football banging on the backboards) and bad language particularly as it is for extended periods of time and late into the evening. They accepted that young people needed to have somewhere to play but claimed that the young people were being targeted by drug dealers and that there was drug use occurring. They suggested that the facility could become managed and better signage could be in place. The clerk explained that the office were in liaison with the police and had agreed that the police would visit a few times and talk to the young people. The police will update the Parish Office. It was agreed to have an item on the agenda for the meeting of August 7th.

Planning matters. The Deputy Clerk reported that 
· 18/10049 Land rear of 29 and 31 Lavender Road SO41 0GF for 2 bungalows had gone to appeal. The Parish response to the original application was felt to be sufficient. 
· Downton Manor Farm extension for gravel extraction has been granted by the County Council
· Temporary events notice for Miranda ,Vaggs Lane on Saturday 18 Aug from 17.30 to 24.00 for 110 people.
· Everton Road will be closed between 0800 and 1700 from 23 July for 3 weeks to allow resurfacing of the footpath and pre works for road resurfacing.
6. To receive the monthly payment schedule. Resolved Unanimous
7. To receive the quarterly budget report. Item held over to the next meeting. 
8. To agree draft policies; Cooption Procedure; Code of Conduct; Community Engagement Policy; Health and Safety Policy; HPC Filming Meetings Protocol; Internal Audit review. These had been circulated in advance. The clerk explained that these had been updated with no major changes Resolved Unanimous.  
9. To agree a representative for the Hordle Pavilion Management Committee. Councillor Sambrook agreed to take on this role. 
10. To receive a report from the Twinning Association . Cllr Sambrook gave a verbal report. Everyone enjoyed the Yerville trip and the good weather helped with the overall success of the visit. Scarecrow competition - Posters and application forms will be ready to put out asap: Pharmacy, garage, petshop and other outlets e.g. Everton P.O. garden centres etc. The theme to be Princes and/or Princesses, or any combination or multiple of the two. There was thanks for the £50 that was received from the Parish Council towards the cost of T-shirts for the Yerville trip. The next newsletter is due out in July/August. It  is planned to organised a quiz as a fundraiser later in the year, along the lines of  Brockenhurst’s, it was also suggested that a barn-dance might be popular but there were concerns about the up-front costs if the event was not well supported.
11. To agree a response to the NPA Recreation Strategy. Information had been circulated in advance. The clerk said that the main impact on the areas directly outside the National Park could be initiatives to encourage people to access more local recreation areas. It was agreed to send a Parish Council response saying the Parish supported the document in principal. Councillors could also send an individual response. 
12. To receive a proposal to walk the Parish Footpaths and ROW over the summer. Cllr Brayley. Councillor Brayley proposed walking the footpaths over the summer period. This was usually done in February but didn’t give the full picture in terms of where vegetation growth could be an issue. This was Resolved Unanimous and it was agreed to have the footpath template at the next meeting for people to sign up to specific paths.  
13. To receive a report on the meeting with HCC Children’s Services in relation to school places. Cllr Horne. This report had been circulated in advice and forms part of background papers. This was discussed and it was agreed that the Parish Office would write to attendees asking to be kept in the loop with the school transport team. 
14. Correspondence and Clerks report. 
· Notification of New Forest National Park Local plan examination – to be heard 6th November at Lymington . Advance notice of date – any one who wishes to attend to contact the Parish Office. Action all  
· Southampton City Council and NFDC joint working re air quality . Consultation closing 13 Sept . Do we want a parish response ? The preferred option is for charging clean air zone within Southampton HGV , buses , taxis  it was agreed that  Councillors could submit their own response. 
· Supplementary Planning docs in relation to Local Plan review. Consultation closing 30 Sept.  Strategic sites master planning and mitigation strategy docs available ( link from HPC website ). These documents give the detail behind the Local Plan Review.  Parish Council reps invited to informal discussion session with NFDC officers 5/6/7/September – If Cllrs wishe to attend please contact the Parish Office asap as spaces need to be booked. Action all
· Anti Social behaviour in MUGA. Following complaints neighbours had been asked to keep a log and inform the police. Police have made a visit to the office and discussed matter. The police advised that they would “drop in“ a few evenings and respond to the office and that no further action was required at present. Office has put up a notice on MUGA gate stating no football as for tennis use only for the summer. Council agreed with this action and to receive an update following the police visits.
· Everton Road.  Correspondence with MOP about traffic issues at the North end of Everton Road. Advice given re action taken so far ( sign , SID , Speedwatch project )  and that HCC are Highways lead. Residents have requested to attend Parish Council meeting to raise concerns. This to go onto the agenda for the first meeting in September. 
· Dates for diaries.
a)  Public Open Meeting Weds 25 July 7-8 pm , 
b) Litter pick 3rd November. 
· Remembrance Sunday service at the War Memorial. Advice had been received from our insurance rep that in order for this event to be covered by insurance a lead organisation needed to be identified. Cllrs Brayley and Spreadbury have already had discussions with the Church and will contact the British Legion. 
15. Chairman’s report . None
16. Open session – to communicate with the council. Cllr Hollister reported that she was due to attend the NFALC AGM on Thursday. They had asked for Parish Council priorities to go forward to inform the partnership key priorities for the Safer New Forest partnership 2019 – 20. This was discussed and it was agreed the Parish Council priority was the prevention of Anti Social Behaviour on Public Open Space. They had also asked if anyone wanted to take part in the Silent Soldier initiative and the Clerk advised that this had been discussed previously on 20 February and the Parish Councillors had decided that the memorial bench was sufficient. Cllr Rendell gave an update on Speedwatch. She has 12 volunteers but only one from Hordle. The other volunteers do cover Hordle but were unable to cover the sites she had identified for next month. A discussion took place on attracting volunteers from Hordle and it was agreed that posters could be put in the noticeboards. Action Cllr Rendell. Cllr Sambrook reported that the shipping container was still in Danecrest and asked about the footpath from Heath Road to Dudley. It was confirmed that this had been done.  Cllr Spreadbury reported that the Pavilion had been double booked which had caused difficulty for one of the local societies. He felt that there were unsatisfactory arrangements for booking the hall. It was agreed to add this to the agenda for the next Pavilion Management Committee. District and County Councillor Carpenter reported that; Silver Street had been resurfaced and Everton Road was due to be done over the summer ; a flashing SID for Everton Road could still be an option if The Parish wanted to take it up; there was progress on the bus layby on Ashley Lane; a feasibility study for a bike/ pedestrian route between Everton and Lymington could be looked at as part of the new developments, however the study would cost 15K; drains at Everton Post Office were being looked at; Trees were being cut back in Ashley Lane; Silver street and Tiptoe drainage works were ongoing the HCC consultation in relation to public transport and lighting is on line; she had been in discussion with DC Cllr Hopkins about a Mens Shed project for the area ;  Adopt South is being formed as one adoption agency for HCC, Portsmouth and Southampton City Councils and IOW. Parish Councillors highlighted a number of areas with drainage problems to Cllr Carpenter
